• Focus on Music: These services are designed to sing "those hymns 

which were so meaningful to past generations". 

• "Sacred Song and Story": Historically, Sankey conducted services of 

"Sacred Song and Story," a format that lives on in modern "Sankey  

Evenings". 

• Evangelical Character: They are often used as community outreach or 

evening services of praise, often held on a Sunday. 

• Nostalgia and Tradition: They are frequently held to celebrate the traditional  

Methodist hymnody tradition.
